MITCHELL COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH 

MEETING MINUTES

OCTOBER 28, 2009

The Mitchell County Board of Health met on October 28, 2009 at 12:00 noon in the conference room of the Mitchell County Service Building, Osage, Iowa.  Board members present were Bob Marreel, Roberta Howard, and David Bechtum.  Board member Jackie Martin was excused, and Dr. Kelly Ross was absent.  Others present were Deb Freeman,

Administrator, MCHHC/PH, Jaci Miller, IDPH, and Heidi Feekes, Recording Secretary.

David Bechtum called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.

AGENDA

Added to the agenda was a H1N1 report, and report from BOS meeting.

The motion was made by Bob Marreel and seconded by Roberta Howard to approve the agenda with the additions.  Motion carried.

There were no public comments.

BOARD OF HEALTH

Old Business:  The minutes of the September 24, 2009, BOH meeting were reviewed.

The motion was made by Bob Marreel and seconded by David Bechtum to approve the minutes.  Motion carried.

New Business:  The current food inspection report was reviewed.                                          

MITCHELL COUNTY HOME HEALTH CARE/PUBLIC HEALTH

ASSESSMENT

1.  BIO-E – Tabletop exercise was successful in identifying special needs population and location – nursing homes, day cares, low income housing on countywide basis.              

Pandemic Flu Committee meeting was on 10/19/09 – 100 more vaccine doses are still coming.                 

2.  H1N1 -  Deb reported that there has been 20 hours of overtime due to H1N1 and giving vaccinations.  Health Care providers began getting vaccinations on 10/15/09.

A key factor in dealing with H1N1 is to promote hand washing, covering the mouth when coughing, and wearing masks.                                

3.  Jaci Miller of the IDPH reported to the BOH on the State Grant for next year.

She reported that there are 2 parts of State Fund Appropriations-those on the Federal level and those on the State level.   It is looking like there will be cuts in the funding

for local BOH, Public Health Nursing, and Home Care Aides.  The Governor is looking at 10% straight cuts-which could be a $4000.00 decrease for MCHHC/PH.

The September summary of RN and Aide visits was reviewed.                      

Define PH Modernization Standards   *AD4 –Human Resource Management system-a memo from Joy Harris explaining this was reviewed.  It was noted that most criteria were common sense items. *CA2- Community Health Needs Assessment (CHNAHIP) Plan.

Information on services is being compiled on a data base-with each county having their own profile for easier information access.                                                                 

The Public Health Modernization Act was passed by the State Congress.                                                     

POLICY

Discharge Policy:  Under Procedure- paragraph 3 were added the words, “or when staff is made aware”, and in the last paragraph the words “called a Notice of Medicare Non-Coverage” were added.  The motion was made by Roberta Howard and seconded by Bob Marrell to approve the changes and confirm the review date of 10/28/09 to the Discharge Policy. HCA III Tuition Reimbursement Policy-  Under Procedure – the last two sentences of this paragraph were omitted and the following was added “CNA training reimbursement can be accessed through a request to use the Health Improvement Fund, submitted to the RN Administrator and BOH.  This request can be made for 1/2 of tuition cost once hired and 1/2 at completion of HCA III certification done as part of agency orientation.”  The motion was made by David Bechtum and seconded by Bob Marrell to approve the changes and confirm the review date of 10/28.09 to the HCA III Tuition policy.  Motion carried.

Deb reported she attended a BOS meeting and informed them of the possible funding cuts from the State Grant next year.  She also discussed with them the County Substance Abuse Prevention grant dollars to be requested in March.
