MITCHELL COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH
MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 13, 2009

The Mitchell County Board of Health met on August 13, 2009 at 12:00 noon in the conference room of St. Ansgar City Hall, St. Ansgar, Iowa.  Board members present were Bob Marreel, Roberta Howard, David Betchum, Jackie Martin, and Dr. Kelly Ross.  Others present were Deb Freeman, Administrator, MCHHC/PH, AND Mark Ross, Sanitarian.  

David Betchum called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.

AGENDA

The July meeting agenda & August agenda were used for this meeting due to lack of quorum for the July meeting.  Added to the agenda was to discuss the use of the Health Improvement Fund.  Bob Marreel made the motion to approve the agenda with additions.  Jackie Martin seconded it.  Motion carried.
There were no public comments.

BOARD OF HEALTH

Old Business:  The minutes of the June 25, 2009 meeting were approved.  The motion was made by Dr. Kelly Ross and seconded by Bob Marreel to approve the minutes.  Motion carried.  

New Business:  Jay Pedalty will speak at a date to be determined later.  The Food Inspection Report was reviewed.

MITCHELL COUNTY HOME HEALTHCARE/PUBLIC HEALTH

ASSESSMENT

The CHNA/HIP Policy revision was discussed.  Deb reported due to these entities working together the policy needed to be revised.  An update is being looked at.  Roberta Howard made the motion and Dr. Ross seconded the motion to approve as amended.  Motion carried.
Deb reported the flash drives for Bio-E updates have been given to Dr. Ross & the BOS for safe-keeping off-site.

Deb also reported #2-5 under ASSESSMENT on the July agenda have been completed.

POLICY DEVELOPMENT

Deb Freeman has asked Mark walk for a determination on the HCA III Tuition Reimbursement Policy.  The board tabled this until the September meeting.

It was reported the Empowerment Annual meeting took place 7/13/2009.  No report.

MCSCA/ Prairie Ridge are planning to partner to promote/offer & present at City Council meetings hoping to get at least 1 class going.

ASSURANCE

The Advisory Committee met 8/4/09.  The suggestion was made to increase early pregnancy education.  This was discussed.

Items 2, 4 & 5 on the July agenda under ASSURANCE were approved by e-mail votes & again at this meeting, ie:.

Tobacco Prevention Program-Health Fair kits, IA Healthy Communities 2nd year contract signage, & upgrade for PH EOC area – white boards
Expenses & Revenues were reviewed & appropriate.

FLU vaccine order is ready for 9/14/09: $100.50/vial ,100 vials(1000 doses).  Motion was made by Bob Marreel & seconded by David Betchum to go ahead with the order.  Motion carried.

The H1N1 vaccine should be free of charge and may be in 2 doses for those prioritized.

Requests for Health Improvement Fund uses included up to $100.oo for senior meal for needy clients & up to $100.00 for laundry access.  After some discussion, Dr. Ross made the motion & Bob Marreel seconded to approve these uses.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Bob Marreel  & seconded by David Betchum to deposit the $3000.00 Community Coalition Grant monies into the CUSB checking account.  Motion carried.  This revenue and expense was not budgeted for.

Updating has taken place on the Communicable disease policy.  Motion made by Dr. Ross & seconded by Roberta Howard to approve the updated policy as written.  Motion carried.

Performance Measures FY10 LPHSC was reviewed.  A Motion was by Bob Marreel & seconded by David Betchum that at least every 2 years, a written commitment should be secured from the local BOS to support the local BOH’s compliance with the Iowa Public Health Standards.  Motion carried.
The BOH, by consensus approved the use of resources & income for home care services, direct services first.

SANITARIAN

Mark Ross presented his budgets for’08 & ’09.  There has been and increase in new septic systems going in due to the land transfer bill.

Mark has sent a letter to N.IA sanitarians regarding possible regular meetings to cover peer issues.

The next BOH meeting will be held on September 24, 2009 at 12:00 noon in the conference room of the County Services Building, Osage, Iowa.

The motion was made to adjourn the meeting.  Motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 1:00p.m.
