and Peggy Funk.  It was noted that they had no new numbers at this time, (as they gave a report in the fall) but wanted to inform the Board of Health of a new clinic that has just opened up in Forest City and they have implemented a HIV access program.  The I-Smile Program is reaching into schools for dental screening and referrals.  Beginning in March, 2010 the Hawk-I program offers dental only coverage for children who have health insurance, but may not have dental coverage. was reviewed.  The motion was made by Bob Marreel and seconded by Roberta Howard to approve the bills including the computer and continuing ed. classes.  Motion carried.

SANITARIAN


Mark Ross reported that he initiated the startup of a Sanitarian Association in northern Iowa, and has received grant monies to continue meeting as a group.  They are working on policies and procedures for their department, and setting up rules and regulations that our similar to each other.     He stated that 10 sanitarians are active in this association.

The town of Mitchell was sited by the DNR for having too many open ended septic systems.   The process of assessing the situation is being done to come up with a course of action to take.  

Half the town of Little Cedar had its septic systems completed last summer.
