MITCHELL COUNTY BOARD OF HEALTH
MEETING MINUTES

JUNE 24, 2010
The Mitchell County Board of Health met on June 24, 2010 at 12:00 noon in the conference room of St. Ansgar City Hall, St. Ansgar, Iowa.  Board members present were Bob Marreel, Roberta Howard, David Bechtum, and Kelly Ross.  Others present were Deb Freeman, Administrator, MCHHC/PH.  Jacque Martin was excused. 

David Bechtum called the meeting to order at 12:00 noon.

AGENDA

The June meeting agenda was reviewed.   Added to the agenda was to discuss: adding the scheduler to the cell phone reimbursement policy, a request from Elderbridge re: adding a statement to the billing statements, a letter & information from  Sanitarian, Mark Ross,  a change of date for the state grant for FY11, & funding given back from H1N1 funding.  Bob Marreel made the motion to approve the agenda with additions.  Kelly Ross seconded.  Motion carried.
There were no public comments.

BOARD OF HEALTH

1. The minutes of the May 20, 2010 meeting were reviewed. Corrected by removing the sentence, ‘This will cost less than using the Pal Phone Program, which will be discontinued, and saved over $300.00 a year.’ The motion was made by Bob Marreel and seconded by David Bechtum  to accept the minutes.  Motion carried.  

2.  Bob Marreel has completed review of the ordinance binder & will report to the BOH at the July meeting.
3.  DIA will continue to do the restaurant inspections with their own contracts.  Sanitarian, Mark Ross will take over inspections of tanning salons, tattoo shops, swimming pools, spas, and funeral parlors as voted at the May 20, 2010 meeting.

 4.  NICAO report on child health & I smile was distributed and reviewed.
MITCHELL COUNTY PUBLIC HEALTH 
ASSESSMENT
1. State grants will be web based applications for reporting & financial.  Electronic signature details are being worked out.

2.  Update of the BIO E Health Plan has been done on the flash drive & a copy was place in the Dr. call room at MCRHC- Osage.  Special needs people & volunteers lists were added to the notification list.
3.  The Deyta System contract was just signed for agency evaluation, web based.  There will be monthly evals taking place.

4.  BCBS has announced a reimbursement rate change to $11/unit.  Deb Freeman will be looking into more info on this.  It is a considerable cut from previous reimbursement amounts.

5.  CHNA/HIP FY 11 due Feb. 2011.  BOH comment & issues to possibly address under this: Air quality, Water quality, Transportation, Cancer, Cardiovascular, Diabetes, Community acquired MRSA, Health Care Reform education.
6.  There will be no Public Health Empowerment dollars for FY-11.  Empowerment covered age 0-5 visits & other youth services.  Youth services will be applied for under the Harkin Grant.
7.  FY11 Harkin Grant (CHI) applied for will continue to cover Mental Health services weekly.  Grant information presented re: utilization of the services of the Mental Health counselor.  There is also insurance reimbursement for these services.

8.  United Way may have a presence in Mitchell Co. and an application may be made for a United Way venture grant to cover Daycare & preschool workers’ vaccinations & screenings.  Community Chest was also brought up and will be looked into as an option for grant monies.
9.  There are expected changes from DHS.  BOH will be kept informed as information becomes known.

10. Elderbridge has advised a statement of donation be added to the monthly statements for Home Health/Care billings.  After discussion, Deb said she would prefer the statement be added to an annual letter rather than on the monthly statement.  This will be tried & would affect approximately 13 people.
POLICY DEVELOPMENT
1.  Sick Leave Policy was discussed. Dave Bechtum made a motion to pay travel time for appointments to Dr. for illness or wellness.  This is not a change to the policy, but an advisement for more leniencies.  Kelly Ross seconded the motion.  Motion carried.
2.  No Fee Service Policy will be reviewed next month.

ASSURANCE

1.  Roberta Howard made a motion & Dave Bechtum seconded to add the scheduler to the cell phone reimbursement @ an approx. cost of $120/yr. Motion carried.
2.  Budget:  Revenues are 8% ahead of budgeted:  Expenses are 2% under budgeted.
3. Expenses reviewed and a motion to pay the bills was made by Bob Marreel and seconded by Dave Bechtum.  Motion carried.

4.  Year end expenses were discussed.  A motion was made by David Bechtum & seconded by Roberta Howard to obtain 1 AED each for the Mitchell County Courthouse & the County Services Building.  Motion carried.
SANITARIAN
A letter was sent to the BOH by Mark Ross:

   1.  The new inspection program will begin in July, 2010.  He has received records of past inspection and the revenues generated of approx. $1500 to $2000 annually.

   2.  Mark has attended the required training for pool inspections & successfully passed the certification.  He will be hosting further trainings for sanitarians in North Iowa.
   3.  The Dept. of Health has asked that some sanitarians do inspections in neighboring counties.  Mark recommended Howard Co.  A motion was made by Bob Marreel & seconded by Dave Bechtum to approve Mark Ross do other county’s inspections.  Motion carried.

  4.  The DNR made some recommendations during their annual inspection of the County Care Facility re: replacement of the water testing unit.  Mark is taking the steps necessary to meet their recommendations and upgrade the method of reporting monthly operation.

The next BOH meeting will be held on July 21, 2010 at 12:00 noon in the conference room of the County Services Building, Osage, Iowa.
David Bechtum declared the meeting adjourned at 1:15p.m.
