1.  CHNA/HIP survey was completed by the BOH board members.  112 surveys have already been turned in.                                                                                                

2.  The Deyta Contract with MCHHC/PH has been cancelled because it was not cost effective, and the services set forth in the agreement could not be provided.  The cost of the program of $1200.00 was asked to be refunded.

POLICY                                                                                                                                           

1.  Cell Phone Policy – the new updated policy with corrections and additions was reviewed by the BOH members. The addition under Procedure was “Use of private cell phones for agency/client services will be reimbursed at $10/month for full Time Nurse, HCA, and Scheduler and $5/month for Part Time Nurse and HCA Staff”, and changes were: 4 times a day to 6 times a day for calling the office to check messages and a corrected office message number.  The motion was made by Bob Marreel and seconded by David Bechtum to approve the updated policy.  Motion carried.                                                   

2.  Sliding Fee Scale Policy – This policy was reviewed and noted that the sliding fee scale base line remained the same, according to the Federal Poverty Guidelines.                                                                                      

3.  Quality Improvement Policies relating to Medicaid criteria, screening clinics, documentation and medical visits will be written and presented for review.  Deb will work on these.              

4.  The nurses requested the Home Care Aides being able to transport clients for incidental trips for doctors’ appt. or getting meds.  The client would be billed for the time.  It was agreed this would be okay based on the driver’s car insurance and coverage of the rider.
