5.  Deb will be hiring a HCA, who will need the CNA training. The cost of the class is $586.12 and will be paid from the Health Improvement Fund if not enough in gen. budget                                                          

6.  Budget: Revenues are 10.3% ahead, and Expenses are 0.2% below                                    

7.  Re-estimate of the budget:  EXPENSES:  Contracted services line item will be $8500.00; office supplies will be $3500.00 and Homemaker mileage will be $5000.00.  REVENUES:  Bio-E will be $23,000.00 and Medicare will be $40,000.00.  The motion was made by Bob Marreel and seconded by Jackie Martin to approve the Budget re-estimate. 8.  The monthly claims were reviewed and added to them was the cost of rental for a fair booth.  The motion was made by Roberta Howard and seconded by Dr. Ross to approve the claims with the addition. 9.  Cell phone use reimbursement was discussed.  It was suggested that $10.00 for full-time staff and $5.00 for part-time staff would be appropriate, and pro-rated amounts for those with fewer hours.  This will start with the new fiscal year on July 1, 2010.                 

10. Laura Huisman would like to go to full-time status with benefits.  It was the consensus of the board to allow this if the workload warrants it.                                                            

11. Flu vaccine needs to be ordered in May.  Last year 1000 doses were ordered.                          

SANITATION

Mark Ross had BOH President David Bechtum sign the Emergency Private Well Procedure that has just been completed.                                                       

Mark reported that about 74 septic systems in Mitchell have been inspected.  It looks like 30 will need to be redone.  The process of doing this will be starting soon.                             

McIntire still has one more system that has to be completed.
